Does Council have sporting fields within the Lockyer Valley?

Council has several sporting facilities and fields, which are leased to sporting clubs. For use of the facility please
contact the sporting club directly.

Am | able to use gazebos and shade structures within the parks?

Yes, you are able to use gazebos and shade structures within Council parks. However, these structures are not to
be pegged into the ground as they must be weighted down with sandbags or alternate weights.

Can | hold events within Council’s Parks?

Council encourages the community to use the facilities within our parks. You can hold events such as BBQs,
birthday parties etc, within our parks, but please keep in mind you are unable to book tables and BBQs and you
are unable to use the facilities exclusively.

Can commercial events be held in Council parks?

To activate our green spaces and grow local business, Council supports a range of commercial activities in parks,
such as animal training, markets, food stalls and fun runs. Council regulates these commercial activities to ensure
public health and safety. Contact Customer Service on 1300 005 872 to discuss booking a park for a commercial
activity.

Are dogs allowed within Council parks?

Dogs are allowed to be within Council parks as long as they are under supervision and on a lead at all times or
unless signed otherwise. Dog owners are responsible for cleaning up after their dogs.
